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The General’s Grave from Men of Mark in Georgia by William J. Northern, published 1910, submitted by Robert Collins
For all of us who have ridden the 1099 horse trails, the General’s Grave, located about ½ way between 1099 and Ocmulgee Bluff, is a well-known landmark.  You may have stopped for lunch and taken the time to read the inscription on the General’s Grave.  If so, you know that his name was David Adams.  Following is additional information on “the general” from the source referenced above:

 General David Adams was born at Waxhaws, SC, January 28, 1766.  After the Revolution, his father moved to Georgia and settled on Shoulder Bone Creek.  This was, at that time, frontier territory, and the Creek Indians were powerful and hostile, their attacks indeed being so frequent that the frontier people were compelled to build and live in forts.  
Young Adams, growing up in this environment, showed such courage and capacity during 10 years of active service as scout and Indian fighter, that he was elected by acclamation, a major of militia.  Later on, the Legislature of Georgia elected him a brigadier-general, and subsequently a major-general in the militia. 
In the War of 1812, when hostilities broke out with the Creeks, who were instigated by the British, the Governor appointed him to command of an expedition against the Tallapoosa towns.  He started with 300 men, when General Floyd, learning of the march, and knowing that the Indians had concentrated at the Horseshoe Bend, tried to get him warning in time to flee.  When General Adams arrived at the river, it was so swollen by recent rains that he found it impossible to get across.  Realizing the strength of the Indians, he very wisely concluded to retreat, and by judicious maneuvers succeeded in withdrawing from the very dangerous position, and a little later had the pleasure of seeing the Indian power utterly overthrown in the battle of the Horseshoe by the Americans under General Jackson. 
He held various appointments under the State government, all of which were discharged with fidelity and ability.  In 1820, in connection with General David Meriwether and John McIntosh, he served as commissioner for the making of a treaty with the Creeks whereby Georgia gained new territory.
When the lands between the Ocmulgee and Flint rivers were obtained from the Indians, he served the State as a commissioner. Always popular with the people of  Jasper county, where he lived, he served them in the General Assembly for 25 years, and was several times Speaker of the House.  The exact date of his death is unknown, but he is believed to have been quite an old man when he died, somewhere between 1830 and 1840. 
The Nictitating Membrane: Built-in “Wipers” from Horse Care Tips from A to Z (Equus Magazine)
A horse’s third eyelid usually goes unnoticed.  Technically known as the nictitating membrane, this thin brown layer of tissue located just beneath the eyelid is usually no more than an unobtrusive border on the eye’s inner corner.  It becomes visible only when the horse yawns, tightly squeezes shut his eyes, or throws up his head when he is startled.

As unassuming as it may be, however, this mucous membrane is an important part of the equine eye’s protective mechanism.  Similar in function to a windshield wiper, it sweeps sideways across the eyeball to clear away foreign particles, and protrudes automatically in response to certain stimuli.  It owes its brown color to melanin, a pigment that darkens it after exposure to the sun.

Although the nictitating membrane usually emerges only when a horse’s eyes are closed, the next time you catch your horse peering off to one side, look closely:  You’ll see its thin brown edge bordering an otherwise pink membrane.

Familiarizing yourself with the third eyelid, particularly its normal texture and color, will help you spot abnormalities that accompany infection or disease.  One sign of trouble, for example, is a clearly visible nictitating membrane that extends across about half of the eye.  This may indicate minor irritation or local allergy.  But if you detect stiffness in your horses body, and he’s carrying his head at an odd angle, summon a veterinarian immediately –the protruding eyelid may signal the onset of tetanus.

A change in the membrane’s texture also is cause for concern.  If its exposed edge develops a rough, cauliflower-like appearance, squamous cell carcinoma—a lumpy, irrregular cancer of the superficial cells of the skin—may have taken hold.  Detected early, this disorder usually can be easily treated.  In many cases, it’s possible to remove the affected area surgically.
